QO Collapsible bicycles are permitted

aboard trains at all times. On the Atlantic City Line,
standard-frame bicycles are permitted at all times.
Bicyclists must board the train using a door marked
with the symbol of accessibility. Bicycles are not
permitted on holidays; the day prior to a holiday,
Rosh Hashanah or Yom Kippur; or Friday after
Thanksgiving. Conductors may make exceptions to
this policy based on crowding and capacity. Limit of 2
bicycles per accessible car; customers with disabilities
always have priority. There is no additional charge
for bicycles. We are not responsible for bicycles

that are lost, stolen or damaged on the N] TRANSIT
system. Bicycle storage is available at many stations;
call 973-491-7600 for details. Our bicycle policy

also applies to Segways and electric bicycles. You

can carry in-line skates, but you may not wear them
aboard trains. (NOTE: other N] TRANSIT rail lines
